


13)  The Haly Bible is the Word of God. The Latin Cross is the actual form of Cross
upon which our Savior died and the clive is a symbol of peace.

14)  Since it is the Word of God which causes the water of Holy Baptism and the
bread and wine of the Eucharist to produce such marvelous eftects, it is fitting that this
should have a symbol. The usual form is to show an open Bible.

15)  The Lamp is symbolic of Christian knowledge and is based upon the scripture
Psalm 119:105.

16)  From most ancient times the Ark of Noah has been used as a symbol of the
Christian Church. When the destroying waters of the flood overwhelmed the earth, eight
belicvers were saved by means of the Ark. Our Lord refers to the ark (Matt.24:37-39), in
speaking of the unbelief in this world. Noah is mentioned in Hebrews 11:7 as an example
of faith. The eight souls saved from destruction by the flood are mentioned in I Peter
3:20, in connection with the saving power of Holy Baptism.

17} The lamp and book is symbolic of enlightenment and knowledge. We usually
associate the famihar quotation from Psalm 119:105 with this symbol: Thy word is a
lamp to my feet and a light to my path.

[8)  The rayed Latin Cross, sometimes called the shield of faith, is used too symbolize
Paul. (Ephesians 6:16)

197 The Rock of Our Salivation is an appropriate symbol of our Blessed Saviors
based upon 1 Corinthians 10:4. “For they drank of that spiritual Rock that followed them:
and that Rock was Christ™.

20%  The two tablets symbolize the Ten Commandments. The Ten Commandments are
sometimes called the Decalogue or the ten words, They arc written on two tables which

are called tables of the covenant. The commandments may be found in Exodus 20:2-17
and Deut.5:6-21,

21y The most common meaning of a cluster of grapes is that of Holy Communion
(Mait.26:29, Mark 14:25 and Luke 22:18), A grapevine with branches also symbolizes
the unity of the Church (John 15:5).

22) A wheel set with a sword is a symbol of Catherine of Alexandria, V.Q.M, who
died about 305,

23)  Flight of time and inevitable death.
24)  The tower and steeples. The tower, sturdy in appearance, calls to mind the name
of God who is a strong tower (Prov.18:10) to whom we should come for refuge. The

steeple is a silent witness to the one true God whom the people come to worship in the
church.

25)  Masonic,
26)  Christian education.
27y This is the symbol of the Lutheran Church,

28)  BSaint Peter with the keys to the Kingdom.



29)  The Crown and Scepter of Jesus our King represents the King Forever (Luke
1:35),

30) St Peter’s shield shows two large keys saltire, that is, crossed like the letter X,
They recall Peter’s confession and our Lord’s statement regarding the Office of the Keys,
which Ile committed to the Church on earth. (Matt,16:13-19)

31y  The most important symbaol for the sacrament of Holy Communion is the chalice,
The symbol of the chalice remains as a beautiful and blessed reminder of the cup which
our Lord took and blessed at the Last Supper. The bunch of grapes is symbolic of the
communion between Jesus Christ and the believers. The spray of wheat symbolizes the
Bread of Life and the bread which is used in Holy Communion. “LH.5.” is Latin and
stands for Jesus, Savior of Mankind.

i2)  The symbol of the beehive, the most modern of all symbols of the Christian
Church, is one of the best symbols for the Church that has yet been devised. It presents a
picture of many bees working together, each in its own capacity for the benefit of the
group or entire hive.

33)  The palm branch, star and Hosanna banner. The palm branch, referring to Jesus®
triumphal entry (Matt.21:8) is a symbolic of victory, The five pointed star is the great
symbal of the Epiphany, when Christ was manifested to the Gentiles by the guiding of
the Star. The banner waving Hosanna is an exclamation of praise and glory to God.

34)  The burning torch is a symbol of the Nativity,
33)  Baptist Youth.

36)  The house on a rock symbol is based upon the scripture Matt, 7:24-27 and
Matt.16:16-18.

37)  The Chi Rho is composed of the first two Greek letters of the word “Christ™
(xpictoc). Few instances of the public use of this monogram can be produced before the
time of Constantine the Great (272-337). Aceording to Eusebius, the Emperor
Constantine was about to go into battle with Maxentius, who was a pagan. Realizing that
his enemy would indulge in superstitious rites in the hope of vietary, Constantine decided
to pray to the Son of God. He was not a Christian but his father had favored them and
always prospered. While praying, a vision of Our Lord, holding the Chi Rho in His hand
appeared to him and a voice said, “In hoc signa vinces!" meaning by this sign conguer!

38)  The Bishop's staif is a symbaol of St. Gregory the Great, a noted leader who was
successively a monk, a legionary deacon, an abbot and finally one of the early popes. He
was born in Rome in 540 and died in 601 A.D. He reformed the ritual of the Church and

became a reformer of Church music.

39)  The pierced heart is a symbol of the prophecy uttered by the aged Simeon, “Yea,
a sword shall pierce through they own soul alse.” Luke 2:35

40 The heart is the everlasting symbol of both love and will power, Some biblical
references to the hart of man are Deut. 6:5 and Psalms 9:1. A heart surmounted by a
Hlame signifies intense zeal or devotion.



41} The most important svmbal for the sacrament of Holy Communion is the chalice.
The wafer or host is inscribed with an LH.8. monogram with half of the wafer showing
above the chalice. The symbol of the chalice remains as a benutiful and blessed reminder
of the cup which our Lord took and blessed at the Last Supper. IHS in Latin stands for
“Iesus Savior of Mankind™, IHC or IHS is the abbreviation of the Greek work IHCOXC
meaning “Jesus™.

42)  The anchor is one of the oldest of all the symboels of our Blessed Savior, Tt
originated in the days of the catacombs. The imagery is borrowed from Hebrews 6.

43)  The lantern has come to be the symbol of Christ's betrayal and capture, (John
18:3)

44)  Two scourges in saltire, used to represent the scourging, is a passion symbol.
They are usually shown in the form of rods, to which are attached a number of straps with
bits of lead and hone woven into them. Sometimes both pillar scourges are shown on the
same shield,

43)  The letters [HS combined with a cross are said to signify “In hoc salus™ (In this
cross is salvation).

46)  Alpha & Omega. “Tam Alpha and Omega, the beginning and the ending, saith
the Lord.” (Rev.1:8). The first and last letters of the Greek alphabet from this symbol of
the eternity of our Savior,

47)  The rose has been used only since the thirteenth century as a Christian symbol, It
18 often seen in Gothic architecture and is known as the Gothic Rose. “And the desert
shall rejoice and blossom as the rose™, typifving “the joyful flourishing of Clrist’s
kingdom. (Isaiah 35:1)

48) A cross, an anchor and a heart are the usual cmblems of faith, hope and love,
Faith refers to the cross, hope to the anchor and love to the heart, Speaking faith, hope
and love, 8t. Paul wrate, “The greatest of these is love™. {1 Corinthians 13:13)

4%)  The AM monogram depicts our Lord's human nature and is a symbol of the vine,

503 This is known as the Patriarchal cross. The upper arm, slightly shorter than the
lower one, represents the inscription placed over the heard of the Savior when He was
eructfied. The symbol * Agnus Dei™ is Latin for the “Lamb of God™.

a1} The pomegranate is symbolical of the resurrection. When the pomegranate ripens
the seeds burst out. Just as the jacket is not able to hold the seed, neither was the grave
able to hold Jesus. Some of the references in the Bible to the pomegranate are found in
Exodus 28:34, Numbers 13:23 and Deut. %:X.

22)  Matt.27:29, Mark 15:17 and John 19:2 all tell of the soldiers mocking Jesus by
placing a plaited crown of thorns on his head. The Roman letters INRI inside the circle
formed by thoms are the abbreviation for the Latin words, “lesus Nazerenus Rex
Tudacorum™, meaning “Jesus of Mazareth, the King of the Jews™,



53)  Matt.27:20, Mark 15:17 and John 19:2 all tell of the soldiers mocking Jesus by
placing a plaited crown of thorns on his head. This symbeol, combined with the tree nails
supposedly used to nail Jesus to the cross, symbalizes the torture and crucifixion of our
Lord.

54)  The pincers and hammer crossed in salatire is 8 symbol of the Crucifixion.
sSupposedly the hammer was used to drive in the nails and the pincers were used to draw
them out,

535}  The winged man is used to symbolize St. Matthew since he traces the human
lineage of Jesus, The biblical bases for the entire imagery of the four evangelists may be
gleaned from Ezckiel and Revelation.

56)  The eagle denotes the evangelist John, The spirit of the Gospel of John, formerly
thought to have been written by John the Apostle, is like an eagle soaring to the throne of
arace.

37)  Mark is pictured as a winged lion. The lion, as king of beasts, represents the roval
character of Christ and refers to the opening verses of the Gospel which tell about “the
voice ol one crying in the wilderness.”

a8)  The triumphant Lamb shows & lamb standing with an unfurled banner waving
over is the symbol call “Agnus Dei”, which is Latin for “Lamb of God", The banner that
the standing Lamb holds symbolizes Christ’s victory over death.

58)  This symbol shows a lamb (John 1:29) reclining on the Book of the Seven Seals
mentioned in Revelation 5:1.

60}  The candlestick represents Christ the Light of the World. John 8:12.

61) A rrumpet is symbolic of the Day of Judgment, the call to worship and the
resurrections.

62)  The letters INRI stand for the Latin inseription over the eross of Calvary Teus
MNazarenus Rex Iudaeorum: “Jesus of Nazareth, the King of the Jews.” (John 19:19)

63) A trumpet is symbolic of the Day of Judgment.

64)  The Apastle, 5t. Bartholomew i3 said to have been flayed alive and then crucificd.
An open Bible and a flaying knife recalls his faith in God's Word, and his marlyrdom.

65)  Luke is symbolized by the winged ox because his Gospel opens with the sacrifice
of Zecharis and emphasizes in the latter part the sacrificial death of the Savior.

66)  The symbolism of the phoenix is two-fold. It may pertain to the Resurrection of
our Lord or it may signify the fact that those who fall asleep in Christ shall risc again to
newness of life.

67)  The descending dove is one of the oldest and best of symbols of the Holy Spirit
for the bird is the embodiment of motion and swiftness just as the Spirit is the image of
powertul motion and life. In the story of Jesus® baptism we read that the Holy Spirit
descended “like a dove”. (Mark 1:10)



68)  The pelican, a familiar and interesting figure of our Redeemer, was used widely in
the 13™ — 15" centuries. Early naturalists believed that in time of famine the pelican
would pluck open hr own breast and feed her young with her life blood. Another myth
relates that when a serpent, the pelican’s enemy. has bitten hr young, she tears open her
breast in order to revive her brood. Tt is readily seen that the voluntary shedding of our
Savior's blood upon the cross for owr redemption is most aptly symbolized by the
pelican.

6%)  The apostle, 5t Bartholomew, thought to be the same as Nathaniel, is said to have
been flayed alive and then crucified. The shield showing a human skin and a eross refers
to his death by flaving and crucifixion.

70)  The ciborium is a symbol of the Last Supper.

717 The octagon shaped pulpit symbolizes the regenerating power of God’s Word
which 15 trangmitted through the personality of the minister.

72} 3ymbol of the birth, resurrection and communion of man.

73)  The Hand of God {Menus Dei) — A hand is used as a symbol of God the Father.,
The origin of the hand is obvious as frequent references to it are made throughout the
Bible, *...the hand of our God is upon all them for good that seek him..." Ezra 8:22.
“Humble yourselves therefore under the mighty hand of God...” (1Peter 5:6). The Latin
torm of the hand as shown with the three open fingers express the threefold quality of the
act of blessing,

74) The vine is a striking symbol of our Savior based upon St.John 15:1 where our
Lord declares that He is the True Vine and His followers are the branches and must abide
in Him or perish.

73)  The cross upon which Jesus died with the inseription INRI, meaning “Jesus of
MNazareth, King of the Jews" is shown with a lance that the soldier used to pierce the side
of the Lord. In saltire with a reexd and sponge this is a symbol of the Crucifixion.

76)  The Calvary or Graded cross is a Latin cross on a base which is composed of
three steps. Beginning with the upper one, the steps represent Faith, Hope and Charity.

77y The sheaf of wheat is a symbol of God's bounty, conveying the thought that every
vear practically without fail there is a harvest to be gathered from the fields. References
to this symbol may be found in Matthew 5:45 and also Galatians 6:7-9

T8)  The sheaves of wheat symbolize the Bread of Life.
79)  Reference #76. Explanation is the same.

80}  The brazen scrpent on a cross refers to John 3:11 where we read, *As Moses lifted
up the serpent in the wilderness so must the Son of Man be lifted up.”

81)  The Cup — our blessed Lord Himself gave us this symbol of suffering. When the
maother of James and John requested the highest seats in the kingdem for her son, Jesus
asked them, “Are ye ahle to drink of the cup that [ shall drink of... 7"(Matthew 20:22),
Again during the Agony in Gethsemane, He prayed, “O my Father, if it be possible, let
this cup pass from me, nevertheless, not as 1 will, bust as thou wilt."(Matthew 29:39) The
Pointed Cross of SufTering distinguishes the cup as a symbol of the Passion.
